CREATE A PE TEAM LESSON!

Objective: in “teams” of approximately 3 students, you will create a PE TEAM LESSON and lead a series of activities with the class.  Your activities must be linked to a sport you want to promote. For example, CIRCUS.

7 groups of 3-4 students   (no groups of 2 or 5)


Class 1: 
· We will talk about the evaluation CCORAL and CCECRIT 
· Google doc to sign up : each group will sign up for a class time and identify their  chosen sport (each group must have a different sport)

Class 2: WORKSHOP CLASS!   Each team will have time to work on their activities.

Classes 3- 9: CC ORAL PE TEAM LESSONS

Each group will have about 1h20 minutes to teach and lead the activities of their PE TEAM LESSON – We can leave 5 minutes at the start and at the end for setting up and putting away the equipment.
The setup and cleanup can be activities done in English.
The feedback must be constructive and may help other groups to rethink or improve their activities.
The group must be able to maintain order and discipline as well as the security of all of the students.

CC ORAL     PE TEAM LESSON organization

Here is an example of how to organize you PE TEAM LESSON on the sport you have chosen.
You may if you wish change the order if it is not logical or pertinent for your lesson. You must do all of the activities.

OBJECTIVES:  
· Teach us sport-specific vocabulary, and have us USE this vocabulary during the activities so that we learn it in a practical and durable way
· Have us think about a health benefit related to your sport
· Use your skills acquired at STAPS and during your STAGE to ‘TEACH’ us PE activities in ENGLISH


SET UP EQUIPMENT (you can involve the rest of the class in an interactive English-speaking activity to do this)

1) 5 MINS Vocab warmup with the whole class (you can create 1 or a series of little activities/games to teach us / get us to use the vocabulary)  
· Ball passing game
· Crossword or mini photocopied activity
· Any other ‘game’ you can think of

[bookmark: _GoBack]2) 5 MINS Promote the health benefits of your sport with the help of an activity or game (physical, mental, social) – be as explicit as possible. Try to find creative ways to do this (rather than just listing on the board)

3)5 MINS  Teach rules and /or techniques of the sport that we are going to practice with body and action vocab

4) 5 MINS Physical warmup to lead up to… activity/game (repetition each week of similar warmup or you can reinvent it)

5) 30 MINS Teach one (or 2 situations) from a real PE class.

6) 5 MIN Give out little papers to get FEEDBACK about your PE lesson and about what teaching in English changes for the STUDENTS/the TEACHER
7) 5 MIN Lead a COOLDOWN/RELAXATION SESSION with the class
CLEAN UP EQUIPMENT (you can involve the rest of the class in an interactive English-speaking activity to do this)
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
